The Odyssey Essay
Your essay will be an analysis lesson a reader can learn from The Odyssey . The question is very straightforward for this formal, analytical, thesis-based paper:

What can a reader learn from Odysseus’s story in The Odyssey?
Essay writing is a multi-step process, so below I have outlined the process I would like you to use to this essay:

HW Tonight (DUE on Monday 12/14): 

1. Free-write for at least one page (single spaced hand-written) in response to the question above. You may want to consult your notes or your copy of The Odyssey.
2. Re-read your response and condense your ideas into a single sentence.

In-class on Monday: (12/14)
3. Structuring your essay: looking at samples of student writing from this year
HW: Monday night (DUE on Wednesday 11/9)

4. Using what you’ve learned in class about the conventions of thesis-based literature essays, draft your essay. Be sure to properly integrate your quotations! Bring a printed copy (MLA format) of your draft to class.
In-class on Wednesday (11/12)

5. Peer-edit


HW: Wednesday night (DUE Thursday)

6. Revise your essay based on peer feedback. Print your essay and then score your own rubric (read the rubric carefully as you score!). Revise again if you catch any mistakes. 

7. When you’re sure the essay is as good as it can get, post it to turnitin.com. Then print a copy, and staple the final copy on top of your draft, free-write, and rubric. 

***Do NOT come to class on Wednesday/Thursday and ask me if you can print your essay, or if I have a stapler. Your essay should be ready to hand in before you get here.***
